The World Scholar’s 

Cup (WSC) is an intellectual competition that invites teams of 3 students to study 6 different 

topics and use their knowledge on these topics to win medals and do their best in each of the 4 

events.

Children between the ages of 10 to 18 years from the school will be participating in the 2-day 

event. In this regional round at Al Ain, students will undertake different academic and social

Studies, and Current Affairs etc.

World Scholar's Cup Round consists of four main events:  

1. The Scholar's Challenge - a test called the Scholar's Challenge: an opportunity to win 

individual medals and other prizes across multiple subjects.  

2. Collaborative Writing - work with the team to argue positions related to the theme in 

written form. 

3. The Team Debate - teams from other schools argue motions related to the theme. 

4. Scholar's Bowl - will race the clock to answer questions using a special clicker.
