School Timing:

Terms:
The school year is divided into 3 terms:
e Term 1- September — December
e Term 2- January — March
e Term 3- April — June
Note: Each term is allotted with two themes.

Attendance:

e Not more than 5 days of leave.

¢ No leave can be guaranteed after opening of the classes.
e No leave allowed before and after the holidays.

e Below 95% of absence willmean NO PROMOTION.

o Medical certificate to be attached if it is a sick leave.

. LEAVE:

e 1-3 days - Inform Homeroom Teacher.

e 5 days or more — Inform Head of KG.

e 15days or more-Inform Ministry

e Apply for aleave and attach the medical certificate.

Classroom Visit:

e Parents are not allowed to visit the classroom during class hours.

e Parents can meet the teacher at 12:45pm only with prior appointment
from the front office.

e Parents are not allowed to talk to the teacher during dispersal time.
