A geoboard is a mathematical manipula-
tive used to explore basic concepts in
plane geometry such as perimeter, area
and the characteristics of triangles and
other polygons. It consists of a physical
board with a certain number of nails half
driven in or push pins, around which are
wrapped geo bands that are made of
rubber.

Third Law of Motion

Balloon Rocket

The mechanical force that pushes
a rocket or aircraft through the air is
known as thrust. In this experiment, you'll
make a balloon rocket that is propelled by
pressure. ... The escaping air exerts a
force on the balloon itself.
The balloon pushes back in a manner de-
scribed by Newton's Third Law of Motion
