We would like to inform you that ADEK has activated the
automated  attendance  messages for  students
with Unexcused Absences.

Based on the number of unexcused absences the student
has accumulated in eSIS, these messages will be sent
automatically to parents via SMS and email.

Each category will trigger a different message, and the
content of these messages is designed to encourage
parents to ensure their child attends school regularly,
emphasizing the importance of consistent education for
their child's academic development. Once the absence
threshold is reached, the relevant authorities will take
further action.

Important Notes:

. School Timing:
o Kindergarten (KG): 8:30 a.m. to 1:15 p.m.
o Grades 1-12: 7:30 a.m. to 2:15 p.m.
Early Pick-Up: Below are examples of valid reasons for
an early pick-up request:

a) Medical Appointment: A pre-scheduled visit to a
doctor, dentist, or therapist that cannot be
rearranged. A confirmation message of the
appointment must be provided.

Family Emergency: An urgent family matter
requiring immediate attention.

lliness: If a student feels unwell or exhibits
symptoms that make it hard to remain in school
(e.g., headache, stomachache).

Other Reasons: Approval is subject to the
Principal's discretion.

The student's record will be marked as “Partial
Absence” on the ESIS (ADEK platform).
Requests for early pick-up after 1:30 p.m. (for
Grades 1-12) will not be approved.

Repeated early pick-ups may impact overall
attendance.

Late Arrivals:

a) Students arriving after 7:30 a.m. will be marked as
“Late.”

b) The student's record will be marked as “Partial
Absence” on ESIS (ADEK platform).
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c) Frequent lateness may affect overall attendance and
result in consequences.

The school will continue to use the Zenda/Edunation
application to send notifications about students' daily
attendance, such as absences, lateness, or early pick-
ups. The school is responsible for ensuring timely
communication with parents.

The policies above have been introduced to encourage
punctuality among students.
